Family members are defined as mother, father, sister, son, daughter, brother and grandparents; whether 
directly related, in-laws or step family. 
 
The DASH model will be completed for ALL domestic incidents for adults aged 18 year olds and over, and 
for cases where both victims and offender are aged 16 years and over in an intimate/ex-intimate case.  Adult  
cases (18 year olds and over) will be referred to domestic abuse officers, and under 18 year old cases will be 
referred to domestic abuse officers and child abuse investigation.

Risk Assessment Categorisation 
This is based on the Offender Assessment System (OASys) developed by the Prison and Probation 
Service’s definitions of standard, medium, high risk. Please use your professional judgement to categorise 
risk level. 
 

Standard Current evidence does not indicate likelihood of causing serious harm. 

Medium There are identifiable indicators of risk of serious harm. The offender has the 
potential to cause serious harm but is unlikely to do so unless there is a change in 
circumstances, e.g. failure to take medication, loss of accommodation, relationship 
breakdown, drug or alcohol misuse. 

High There are identifiable indicators of risk of serious harm. The potential event could 
happen at any time and the impact would be serious.

Risk management frameworks  
Use the RARA model when compiling safety plans for victims. What are you planning to do? 
 

Remove the risk: By arresting the suspect and obtaining a remand in custody. 

Avoid the risk: By re-housing victim/significant witnesses or placement in refuge/shelter in location 
unknown to suspect. 

Reduce the risk: By joint intervention/victim safety planning, target hardening, enforcing breaches of bail 
conditions, use of protective legislation and referring high risk cases to Multi-Agency 
Risk Assessment Conference (MARAC). 

Accept the risk: By continued reference to the Risk Assessment Model, continual multi-agency 
intervention planning, support and consent of the victim and offender targeting within 
Pro-active Assessment and Tasking pro forma (PATP), or Risk Management Panel 
format (such as Multi-Agency Risk Assessment Conference (MARAC) or Multi-agency 
Public Protection Panel (MAPPP).

What happens after completion of the Risk Assessment? 
 
The initial risk identification category should be reviewed by the completing officer’s supervisor. The 
information obtained from the risk assessment should be used to inform the risk management/safety plan.  
Immediate interventions may need to be put in place as soon as possible in order to protect the victim and 
their children and/or anyone else at risk. 
 
The specialist domestic abuse office should ‘quality assure’ ALL domestic crimes and incident reports in 
order to review risk assessment levels.  This may include checking all the information obtained from the first 
response officer and where necessary contacting the victim to reassess when there are gaps in information.  
There may also be information from other professionals that alters the risk level previously assessed.

• Are you forced to do things you don’t want to or like? 
• Is your partner jealous and possessive of you, controlling where you go and who

If you are being threatened or intimidated by a current/previous partner or family member 
this is domestic abuse. 
 

HELP IS AVAILABLE 

 
How can the police help? 

You can contact the police by ringing your local police station on 0845 113 5000, or by 
dialling 999 in an emergency.   
 
Our first priority is to ensure the safety and well being of you and any children that are 
present.  You will be dealt with sympathetically and spoken to separately from the person 
responsible for the abuse. 
 
If you have been injured it is important that your injuries are examined and recorded by a 
doctor.  We can arrange medical assistance, as well as a safe place for your children (if 
necessary). 
 
To protect you and your children, we will take firm and positive action against your abuser. 
 
If you are required to give evidence in court at a later date we can support you through this 
process if you wish. 
 
How can a domestic abuse officer help? 
Wherever you live in the West Midlands there is a domestic abuse officer who can help 
and advise you.  They are experienced officers who can offer practical advice and support 
in all aspects of domestic abuse.  They will see you at a time that is convenient to you and 
can refer you to a support agency who may be able to help you further.
